Emails: 

 The @ceu.hu email address will continue to receive emails indefinitely 

 As of February 9,  
o all emails sent by someone with a @ceu.hu email address will switch to being 

sent from @ceu.edu  
o any emails sent to @ceu.edu will be received  

 No action is required in this transition. All emails (whether to @ceu.hu or @ceu.edu) will 
be received and the switch to sending via @ceu.edu will happen automatically 

 The first part of all email addresses will remain unchanged, and the ending will be 
ceu.edu. Subdomains will also be used, according to the following chart:

 As of February 9, the CEU website will transition to ceu.edu as the primary domain 
name. If someone types in ceu.hu they will be seamlessly redirected to the site with the 
ceu.edu extension.

booking.ceu.hu/.edu)

 Effective immediately, any new publications (e.g. recruitment brochures, conference 
programs, etc) should include the www.ceu.edu address and email addresses ending in

 Business cards will not be replaced, since the @ceu.hu email and ceu.hu web address 
will continue to function; therefore cards should continue in circulation until they run 
out
